· Develop a novel test method to measure performance properties . . . for example:

· How much weight can a plastic bag hold?

· What conditions cause a plastic food container to deform, leak, or break?

· Do carpets or fabric made of some polymers stain more easily than others?

· Make a polymer and test its properties. How do they change as the ingredients or concentrations are adjusted?

· Compare a specific property, such as impact resistance, among different types of polymers. (Check your recycle bin for a variety of polymer types!)

· Measure the effect of an environmental condition, such as heat, water, or light on a polymer property, such as color or flexibility
