It is also designed to be a destination event.  It's the only event of its kind in the United States! 

History: The SciTech Spectacular is a grassroots organization that was initiated in 1999 with the support of Carnegie Science Center and more than 100 academic institutions, businesses, corporations, and professional societies. The event concept was developed from knowledge and experience operating the Pittsburgh Regional Science and Engineering Fair (now in its 68th year) and from a benchmarking visit to the world’s premier science festival in Edinburgh, Scotland.

WHAT HAPPENS DURING THE SCHOOL PROGRAMS?

Our Middle and High School programs are designed to spark students’ interest in science and technology.  The programs feature demonstrations like “CSI” and “How Video Game Technology Goes Beyond Gaming,” hands-on workshops such as GPS, presentations by cutting-edge experts, interactive exhibits by companies, and other activities.  School programs take place Oct. 16–20, from 9:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.  

Our programs focus on the six growing areas of the region: Nanotechnology, Biotechnology, Information Technology, Advanced Materials Processes, Environmental Technology and Robotics. 

Another program of note is our annual High School Film Festival competition where students vie for Grand, Silver and Bronze Prizes and the chance to win cash and prizes totaling more than $6,000. Students create short films or videos of five minutes or less based on the theme: Mutual Impact: The Environment and You.
