Judges review these papers prior to PRSEF. Selected students will be interviewed on Fair Day. Final

selection will be determined by a panel of judges at an interview session in the afternoon of Fair Day. Winners
will be announced during the Awards Ceremony on Saturday, April 2, 2011. Winners must be available on
Tuesday, April 5 for final paperwork submission to ISEF.
